I find it unbelievable that Hillsborough County had more
electronic surveillance (wiretap) cases than 47 states, including
California.

The pressing question is, how many cases resulted in successful
prosecutions from 1,150 days of wiretaps? Shades of KGB.

To any American who values the right to privacy, especially
Hillsborough County residents, this information should raise an alarm,
especially when the person responsible brags, "I've got everybody on
tape." Maybe that's one of the problems with the Key Bank case, zealous
prosecutors and cooperating judges. Thank goodness we can now call
Atkinson a former prosecutor.
